Նախագահը, աշխարհի բոլոր կողմերէն ժամանած հոգեւոր 

պետերը, եկեղեցիներու ու միջ-եկեղեցական կազմակերպ-

ութիւններու ներկայացուցիչները եւ զանազան գաղութներէն

In the presence of high-level ecumenical leaders, more than 

a dozen Armenian bishops, diplomats, government leaders, and 

pilgrims from around the world, the Blessing of the Muron 

(Holy Oil) took place last Saturday evening at St. Mary’s 

Monastery in   Bikfaya,   Lebanon,   near    the    new   Memorial 

Compound and the recently refurbished Genocide Memorial that 
was erected in 1965. His Holiness Aram I, Catholicos of the Holy 
See of the Great House of Cilicia, officiated at the Muron blessing 
service that is the prerogative of the Catholicos and is prepared 
and blessed every seven years. 

   The uplifting ceremony in the picturesque mountain town of 
Bikfaya, began as His Holiness walked towards the monument 
under a canopy held by four laymen, representing the Armenian 
Diaspora. They followed two bishops who carried the case 
containing the relic of the right hand of St. Gregory the 
Illuminator. Four bishops carried containers of Muron brought 
from Holy Etchmiadzin, the old Muron from the Catholicosate of 
Cilicia, and the essence of rose and balsam. 

The ceremony continued with readings from the Bible and 
special prayers recited by His Holiness and the bishops, 
beseeching the intercession of the Holy Spirit. To the original 
mixture of oil, spices, herbs and essence of different plants, 
prepared 40 days ago, His Holiness added the essence of rose and 
the Holy Muron from Etchmiadzin, symbolizing the unity of the 
Armenian Church. He then added the old Muron, which is the 
remnant of the healing oil St. Thaddeus brought to Armenia and 
the Holy Muron which was blessed by St. Gregory the Illuminator. 
At the end, His Holiness mixed everything in the special Muron 
cauldron with the relic of the right hand of St. Gregory the 
Illuminator. 

During the ceremony His Holiness was assisted by the prelates 
of the dioceses within the Holy See of Cilicia, along with two 
representatives from Holy Etchmiadzin, Bishop Vazken 
Mirzakhanian and Bishop Vartan Navasartian; and two 
representatives from the Patriarchate of Constantinople, 
Archbishop Aram Ateshian (locum tenens), and Bishop Sahak 
Mashalian. 

The message of His Holiness Karekin II, read by his 

representative, said, “I greet His Holiness Aram I with brotherly 

love. On the occasion of the blessing of the Holy Muron, we join 

you with our prayers and intercede with our recently sanctified

martyrs and all our saints and ask God to grant us His peace,   
protect us and lead us to Him. The blessing of the Holy Muron is 

an invitation to us to renew our faith in Him, recommit ourselves 

to safeguarding our spiritual heritage and national identity. It is 

also an invitation to serve together for the glory of our Church 

and for the prosperity and strengthening of our homeland and the 

diaspora.” 

After the ceremony, the Catholicos greeted His Holiness 

Karekin II, the patriarchs of Jerusalem and Constantinople, the 

heads of other churches and the international ecumenical guests. 

He then explained the special place of the Holy Muron in the 

Armenian Church: for children to become members of the church, 

for priests to become ordained and serve the Church. He said that 

through anointment the members of the community are 

strengthened in their faith and are filled with love and hope. 

“Historically,” he said, “the faith, love and hope of the Holy 

Muron has always empowered Armenians to endure the dark days 

of their history, safeguard their identity and rebuild their lives.” 

He continued, “Within the Armenian Church the Holy Muron has 

been the bond between the two Holy Sees.” His Holiness then 

concluded, “The blessing of the Holy Muron today, on the 100th 

Anniversary commemorations of our Genocide is an invitation to 

our people to deepen their Christian faith, arm themselves in love 

and, with the power of hope in God, continue demanding justice.” 

The Catholicos then prayed that God might make this day one of 

a new beginning, spiritually enriching and nationally 

strengthening.  

The day after the Muron Blessing, Sunday July 19, His 

Holiness presided over the Holy Liturgy celebrated at the 

Cathedral of Saint Gregory the Illuminator in Antelias, Lebanon. 

Attending were the visiting patriarchs, ecumenical and diplomatic 

representatives, the pilgrims from around the world, and the local 

faithful. 

His Beatitude Pope Tawadros II, Coptic Orthodox Church of 

Alexandria, delivered the message of the day, and His Excellency 

Cardinal Kurt Koch read the message of His Holiness Pope 

Francis. They greeted and congratulated Catholicos Aram and 

thanked him for inviting sister churches and ecumenical 

representatives to join the Armenian Church in the 

commemorative events. They also expressed the special spiritual 

meaning of the sanctification of the 1.5 million victims of the 

genocide. 

The Divine Liturgy was followed with the Blessing of the 

Water with the newly consecrated Holy Oil and an ecumenical 

prayer service. Concluding the services, Catholicos Aram led the 

procession of guests to the Martyrs Chapel, where they prayed, 

placed a flower, and received the blessed water. 

As a side note, three members of St. Stephen’s Board of 

Trustees joined the many hundreds of local people and those who 

had traveled from around the world to the pilgrimage to become 

witnesses of this blessed event: Raffi Manjikian. Chairman; 

Tamar Kanarian, Secretary, and Hovsep Melkeshian. The three 

met with His Holiness and had the opportunity to pose together 

with the JRAK at the Catholicosate.

In accepting the award, the 

former Governor said, “When the concept of a genocide memorial 

was being discussed…there were many disparaging moments when 

it came under duress. I was determined to see it through to 

fruition..” Also honored on this occasion was Mr. Missak 

Barsoumian who was awarded the Mesrob Mashdotz Medal by His 

Holiness Aram I, in appreciation of his exemplary efforts in 

promoting the Saturday Armenian School at St. Stephen’s Church, 

that included the implementation of a $100,000 scholarship fund. 

“The value of education is keeping our precious heritage alive. I 

will always be there for the youth of our community,” Mr. 

Barsoumian said. 

His Holiness’s address focused on the faithful and heritage. “The 

beauty of our heritage,” he said, “is the people—you who are 

seated here this evening.

MAY 28 CELEBRATION HONORING FORMER 

AMBASSADOR JOHN EVANS 

On Thursday, May 28, nearly 600 people filled the Armenian 

Cultural and Educational Center (ACEC) to commemorate 

Independence Day of the Armenian Republic of 1918. The program 

included a service of Thanksgiving for the Republic of Armenia, 

the blessing of flags, musical and poetic performances by the 

youth, and performance by the children’s choir, as well as remarks 

by Dr. Antranig Kasbarian. His Holiness delivered the keynote 

address. 
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PONTIFICAL VISIT (Cont.) 

In his address at the ACEC gathering, His Holiness spoke about 

the first independent Republic of 1918 and said, “Yes, Armenians 

were able to have a free and independent Armenia, and today’s 

Armenia is part of the united Armenia that is the Armenian dream. 

Yes, we lost 1.5 million Armenians during the genocide. We lost 

churches, schools, and properties. But, we also lost our homeland. 

We lost Western Armenia—Aintab, Sis, Marash, Zeytoun, Ada-

na…and Cilicia. The vision of a united Armenia must remain 

alive.” 

During the celebration His Holiness presented the “Knight of 

Cilicia” award to John Evans, the former U.S. Ambassador to Ar-

menia for his devotion to truth and justice. Peter Koutoujian, Mid-

dlesex County Sheriff, introduced Ambassador Evans, who took 

up his post in Yerevan in August 2004. In February 2005, during 

speeches in the U.S., he took a principled stand, and called the 

Armenian Genocide, “a genocide.” Ambassador Evans was re-

called to Washington and eventually his distinguished diplomatic 

career came to an end. The Ambassador thanked the Catholicos 

and said, “All I did was to tell the truth. No one needs to thank me 

for that. All I did ten years ago was to break a taboo in the State 

Department and the U.S. government—a taboo that should never 

have existed in the first place.” 

GATHERING OF YOUNG ADULTS 

On Saturday, May 30, more than one hundred young adults 

gathered for breakfast and dialogue with His Holiness. Under the 

general Pontifical theme, “Your Church. Your Nation. Engage,” 

His Holiness engaged the youthful audience with his message of 

remaining faithful to our Christian and Armenian roots. 

The gathering began with welcoming words by Dalita Getzoyan 

and Nayiri Baljian on behalf of the organizing committee. His 

Grace Bishop Anoushavan then spoke about the meaning of saint-

hood in light of the recent canonization of the Martyrs in April. 

Tamar Kanarian and Michael Markarian offered reflections about 

their experiences in the life of the church. 

Questions were submitted during a lively question-and-answer 

session on a number of topics including interfaith dialogues, the 

Armenian American Diaspora, and ordination of women. Audi-

ence members, who were primarily college-age and above, appre-

ciated the candor and thoughtfulness of the Catholicos’s responses 

to their questions.

NRA Wraps Up Historic Watertown Pontiff  Visit  

 “Unprecedented! Historic! Impeccable! Truly unique!” 
Superlatives are in order as the National Representative 

Assembly of the Eastern Prelacy ended its conclave on a rather 
historic note, from June 4-6. 

For the first time ever, in this convention’s history, a gathering 
of more than 100 delegates and clergy heard, in person, His 
Holiness Aram 1, Catholicos of the Great House of Cilicia in 
Antelias, Lebanon. 

The Pontiff rounded out a month-long visit with a rousing 
message focused upon unity, the power of youth, 
resourcefulness and greater involvement within the church 
structure. In short, not only bringing the church to the people 
but quite the reverse. 

In previous years, the delegation heard from the Vehapar via 
Skype or through a recorded or televised message of some sort, 
or through a written correspondence.   

As members gathered in the sanctuary of St. Stephen’s 
Church, in walked His Holiness led by his entourage.  He took his 
seat on the altar between Serpazans Oshagan and Anoushavan 
as clergy from eighteen churches occupied their front-row seats, 
joined by an enthused audience situated behind. 

He had just flown back from a visit to Toronto and admitted 
being a little tired but buoyant as his mission neared its end. It 
seemed that weariness never truly showed with the Pontiff upon 
visits from one location to another, including an eclectic 
presence in Washington, DC. 

“For the past four weeks, I’ve been with my community on a 
parish and Prelacy level,” he told members, many of whom held 
their cellular phones in overdrive.  “I’ve listened and I’ve heard. 
We must all engage ourselves in a listening and learning process. 
Only then can we assess our problems and move forward with 
progress.” 

The Vehapar admitted that some of his most genuine moments 
were with the youth, especially at St. Stephen’s Church and at the 
Junior AYF Seminar. In the end, he passed out accolades to the 
following: 

- Both Eastern Prelacy Serpazans for their leadership and 
service. 

- The clergy en masse for its spiritual guidance and leadership. 
- The Executive Council, Boards of Trustees in various parishes, 

the different church organizations, and the formational committee 
planning his visit. 

“Collaboration between the Diocese and Prelacy-related 
churches is a must,” he confirmed. “In the last decade, advances 
have been made in this direction, both regionally and nationally. 
It’s been a renewed effort that has been wholesome to our church 
and nation in the Diaspora.” 

The Vehapar, together with Serpazan Oshagan, then conferred a 
Pectoral cross upon Rev. Fr. Mesrob Lakissian for a decade of 
commendable service to the Prelacy. Der Lakissian is pastor of St. 
Illuminator’s Cathedral in New York City and secretary of the 
Religious Council. 

Meanwhile, the Ladies Guild (NALG) met separately at an 
alternate site with some 40 delegates in attendance.  Heard was 
an inspiring talk from Maro Matosian, director, Women’s Support 
Center in Yerevan. 

Special applause went to Madonna Kzirian and Sharke 
DerApkarian for completing their terms, the latter six years in 
executive office. Commending their work was John Daghlian, the 
Prelacy’s liaison to the Guild. 

NRA co-chairmen Jack Mardoian and Artin Dermenjian kept the 
meetings orderly and fastidious. A motion to make the NRA 
biennial (every two years) was narrowly defeated, keeping it 
annual. Next year’s gathering will take place in Douglaston, NY, 
hosted by St. Sarkis Church. 
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NATIONAL REPRESENTATIVE ASSEMBLY (Cont.) 

In what was a wonderful touch to tradition, Serpazan Oshagan 

conferred the usual NRA awards to individuals for their 

invaluable service to the community. It was all about family 

here.   

Heather (Apigian) Krafian was presented an award for 

distinguished service to her community for the invaluable work 

she has rendered to the Armenian Relief Society, the elementary 

school, Board of Trustees, 24 years with the Education 

Committee and the trips to Armenia for the schoolchildren. 

Despite some medical issues, Heather has been unwavering in 

her quest toward serving family, the various organizations and 

most important, her church and its people. There is also the 

Armenia Tree Project, Armenian National Committee and 

Hairenik’s anniversaries in which she was involved.  

In a statement, of all the causes, all the venues and 

organizations, the most important mission was her family with 

husband, Ara and her four daughters all of whom are chips off the 

parental block. 

Four youth awards were also bestowed by Serpazan, including 

one to Nairi Krafian, a model Sunday schooler, a key member in 

the children’s choir, and a teaching aide in her Sunday School, as 

well as a music teacher for the younger ones.  

Also, add the fact she was an Armenian School teacher and 

nature instructor at Camp Haiastan, not to exclude her athletic 

prowess as a gold medalist in the AYF Olympics. Nairi also 

organized the annual Walk for Life fundraiser for the Armenian 

Bone Marrow Registry and continues to stay involved.  

Two other awards went to the brother-sister tandem of Anahis 

& Antranig Kechejian for their impeccable work with “Stand Up 

For Your Survivor” in identifying survivors of the Armenian 

Genocide in an era of diminishing numbers. 

Both recipients are active in their church and communities and 

have brought a vital complement to the genocide 

commemorations in Greater Boston. People holding posters of 

their survivors are grateful for the opportunity to stay connected 

with their loved ones. 

Ani Belorian was tapped for her academic and extra-curricular 

achievements, along with her leadership skills and exemplary 

behavior. Her thoughtful approach to literacy activities and her 

theatrical flair benefit the youngsters in reading, writing and 

social studies. She edits writing assignments and directs 

presentations.  

The group was also treated to a wonderful performance by the 

Abaka Dance Ensemble, directed by Eddie Megerdichian. 

With parting words, Serpazan Oshagan was adamant toward 

the dawn of a new era for his Prelacy, especially with the 

reconstruction of its quarters. 

“I hope we will confront the challenges before us harmoniously 

and decisively,” he told the delegates. “By creating more space 

and improvements, we benefit the success of our programs and 

the perpetual continuation of our mission.” 

Elected to the Executive Council were: Noubar Megerian, Sue 

Ericson, Daniel Gulbankian and Karen Jehanian. Elected to the 

Religious Council  were: Rev. Mesrob Lakissian and Rev. 

Archpriest Nerses Manougian. 

The hospitality committee left no stone unturned with a New 

England clambake and the distribution of tee-shirts 

commemorating the centennial with the Forget-Me-Not flower.  

Two other presentations were made to Rev. Archpriest Aram 

Stepanian and Executive Council activist John Daghlian (three 

terms) for their unwavering service to the Prelacy. Daghlian 

pointed to his dad, the late Rev. Archpriest Arshag Daghlian, as 

being the motivating force behind his service.  

In a rather emotional moment, a tearful Der Aram embraced his 

long-time friend Rev. Archpriest Gomidas Baghsarian upon his 

retirement from the Religious Council with the words: “I love you 

brother!”

who had more direct interactions with survivors.

On a personal level, Victoria’s death has caused me to reflect 

deeply over the last several weeks.  

First, I contemplated the age-old question of why bad things 

happen to good people. This led me to see the fault in something 

that I, myself, am guilty of. Often, in times of tragedy, we 

comfort one another with the words “everything happens for a 

reason.” The truth is, sometimes things happen that are terrible 

and have no explanation. God is not a whimsical puppet master 

who pulls the strings of tragedy to fulfill some bleak purpose. 

But He is a comforter who can meet us in our time of deepest 

sorrow and pain. With that comes His promise that He can turn 

bad situations into good when we put our trust in Him – “And we 

know that in all things God works for the good of those who love 

him…” (Rom 8:28). It was helpful to be reminded that bad things 

do not necessarily happen for a specific reason, but with faith, 

God can redeem even the worst situations.  

Second, I have been asking myself repeatedly whether I did 

enough for Victoria and her family while she was under my care 

as a Sunday School student. The answer is no. This is a tricky 

concept for all of us who are part of this thing we call the Body 

of Christ, the Church, God’s family. With all of life’s other 

responsibilities and pressures, we often reduce our church 

participation to a very small chunk of time on Sundays. But the 

call to participate in God’s family is so much greater – and better 

– than just a few hours a week. With Victoria, I could have 

reached out more, met up for coffee, taught better, smiled more – 

a million things. God is gracious and he forgives, but he also asks 

us love one another in a way that goes beyond our current 

paradigm. 

 

Looking Ahead 

I am looking forward to my paradigm being stretched in this 

new role as Principal and I am thankful I won’t be doing it alone. 

Mr. Aftandialian and I will welcome back a dedicated teaching 

staff and continue to rely on the hard work of parent volunteers 

who make our Sunday School so successful. If you are interested 

in volunteering, please call me directly at 617-470-8435. We are 

already beginning to plan for the upcoming year with some new 

activities and events, and we look forward to seeing you on 

opening day, September 13! 

My parting thought is that next year the child of one of my 

first Sunday School students from when I began teaching 15 

years ago will enter Nursery 1.
