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PRELATE’S EASTER MESSAGE

BEHOLD THE BREATH OF RESURRECTION

“If Christ has not been raised, then our preaching

is in vain and your faith is in vain.”

I Corinthians 15:14

At the end of the forty days of Great Lent, the Christian world
prepares to celebrate the Church’s greatest feast and the foundation
of the Christian faith—the Holy Resurrection of Christ. Without
this faith, Christianity’s entire preaching is shaken and collapses.
Without this faith the life lived by a Christian is devoid of
meaning, since the days of our lives are in anticipation of the
coming life with hope that is strengthen lived by faith without any
doubt.

The events of the Resurrection are clearly attested to in the
Gospels by those who lived with the Lord after the Resurrection,;
who received their apostolic mission, and were filled with
miraculous spiritual strength, and were witness, even unto death, to
the resurrected life. They saw the first fruit of resurrection and had
complete trust in their Teacher—in Christ. Even, the Apostle Paul,
who had been a persecutor of Christians, became the indefatigable
and faithful preacher of Christianity after his miraculous meeting
with Christ. His encounter with the Lord became a non-negotiable
testimony. The Apostle Paul is so certain of the truth of his
declaration—the concept and truth of the Resurrection—that he
even says that his entire preaching is without meaning, is in vain, if
Christ was not resurrected.

The Christian Church based its entire faith on the
Resurrection. The Resurrection did not become just an historical
event; it became the Apostles’ and the Church’s great vitality, and
the purpose of a Christian’s way of life. The Church’s existence
became anchored in the faith of the Resurrection, and with the
power of that force the Church continued to exist in spite of
centuries of persecution. The Church exists now, and will continue
to exist, despite all attacks by enemies.

The Armenian Church, faithful to Universal Church doctrine,
had the same faithfulness, and even more so, preaching and living
the concept and veracity of the Resurrection. So much so that as a
church and people our resurrection became our miraculous
survival, which after the horror of death and terror of genocide
gave us strength and resolve to defeat death by dying, exactly like
our Lord, who “by his death defeated death and with His
resurrection granted us new life.” (Book of Hours)

Last year our church and people experienced the reward of
their faithfulness and dedication when the Martyrs of the Genocide
were canonized. We remembered, and reminded others, of the just
cause of the blood they shed. It is the breath of the Resurrection
that hovers in the soul of every Armenian. Beyond being part of
our normal life, that breath must become a message and a duty so
that our nation’s resurrection is witness to Christ’s resurrection,
our faith and the declaration of our eternal faithfulness to our Lord
Jesus Christ.

And, just as throughout the centuries, may the Resurrection
remain now and always the power of our survival, and the impetus
and constructive power of the Armenian Church, for the sake of the
splendor of the Armenian church, people and homeland.

Christ is resurrected from death. Yes, truly, our Savior Jesus
Christ is resurrected.

“Val Asbedian kept his world

connected

At a time when the computer industry
in Massachusetts was being threatened
by a debilitating virus, on came
. Varoujan “Val” Asbedian to save the
day.
Armed with three Masters Degrees
f and a keen electronic mind, Val served
as the go-to guy in dealing with the Y2K
dilemma throughout the Commonwealth
in his role as the state’s first Chief
Information Officer.
The government appointment not only
centralized and consolidated four
legislative IT groups under Asbedian but
also signaled that lawmakers were becoming increasingly aware of
technology’s role in society.

Flags in government buildings throughout his home town of
Bedford were lowered at half-mast to an individual who not only
embraced local and state politics but served as a vibrant member of
the Armenian community.

His death Jan. 16 leaves behind an exemplary lifestyle applauded
by one and all. His funeral took place at St. Stephen’s Armenian
Church in Watertown, where Val had served on the altar and with the
Board of Trustees while maintaining a strong spiritual life.

“The life of this person should always be considered a gift to his
family and friends,” said Rev. Archpriest Antranig Baljian, pastor.
“We should remember Val by emulating the significant goals he
accomplished over his lifetime --- to dream the same dreams and
cherish the same values. Val was a talented and dedicated son, father,
grandfather, a committed Armenian and faithful Christian.”

Asbedian’s top priority as a technical whiz was ensuring that a
new $4 million Web-based legislative system met its requirements
with a staff that could manage it properly. The job took him all over
the state and encountered many a sleepless night.

In the process, Val was instrumental with overseeing the
implementation of this system, including Homeland Security and
anything else dealing with technology-related legislation. Ostensibly,
the glitch threatened to bring the world to a standstill, which didn’t
occur under Val’s watch.

Val’s appointment heralded an entirely new era in the legislative
management system, allowing the Commonwealth to keep pace with
the challenges and opportunities technology affords us,” said then-
House Speaker Thomas Finneran. “The new system which Val will
oversee allows us to provide greater public access in a more efficient
and cost-effective manner.”

While working on the Apollo 11 program in Houston, Texas,
Asbedian helped put a man on the moon. One MBA from the
University of Houston complemented two others from MIT in
Cambridge and Adelphi University in Garden City, New York. He
earned his undergraduate degree from City College of New York.

While immersing himself in such earth-shaking developments as
aerospace technology, the role of safeguarding computers in the State
House and across came naturally for Asbedian. He was
affectionately known as Mister Y2K.

He was a man about town, serving nine years as a Bedford
selectman and teaching night courses in business at Middlesex

Community College while serving on its Board of Directors for a
decade. His work on the Bedford Finance Committee for several
terms enhanced that role. So, too, with the Bedford Cable Television
Committee and Zoning Board of Appeals.

Val was a consummate volunteer at the Bedford VA facility and
Household Goods in Action, doling out items to unfortunate citizens in
need. He helped seniors with their income taxes and served for years
on the Bedford Council on Aging.

In all, his service to the town extended 35 years from 1979 to 2014.

“Val was attentive in keeping the cost of town services at a
manageable and affordable level,” said Town Manager Rick Reed. “He
had a great concern for its citizens, especially the elderly. Val will be
missed by all who knew him, especially his loving family.”

The Armenian side was equally as distinct, growing up as a New
York “Hyortik” AYF member, serving its central bodies and AYF
Camp Hayastan Board of Directors for 25 years. Whatever the need or
service, Val was at its beckoning call, without bombast, in his
energetic and selfless way.

“The Armenian word‘Asbed’ stands for chevalier or knight,” Rev.
Baljian pointed out. “It was a name chosen by Val’s father to embody
the chivalrous ideals and principals he wished in his children and
grandchildren. Val was truly a knight in shining armor, full of devotion
to God and country.”

Others mirrored similar sentiments to their friend, including Mesrob
Odian, who knew Val as a 12-year-old. Both were interested in
aviation and visited the Aviation Museum in Ohio together.

Even in his ill state, he was concerned about genocide
commemoration preparations a year ago,” Odian said. “He wanted to
help. He wore that joyful smile and was so upbeat on everything. I
have many fond memories of him on a motor scooter. Our daughter
referred to him as Uncle Val the Rocket Scientist because he worked
on the Lunear Excursion Module. His hugs were so tight, they almost
hurt.”

John and Violet Dagdigian recall their friend whose smile would
light up a room.

“Even with his declining health, he had that great smile on his face.
It will help console us in our bereavement. Val was full of optimism,
energy, accomplishment and dedication to the Armenian-American
community.”

Tamar (Babayan) Hajian recalls a gentle man who posed a towering
figure in the 1960s throughout the Armenian Youth Federation.

“Val’s leadership and organizational skills at AYF conventions,
Camp Hayastan and the New York’s World’s Fair in 1964 cannot be
overlooked,” said Hajian. “He would often talk about Cuba where he
was born and how his family persevered in Brooklyn, NY, where they
settled. In an unassuming way, he convinced many young people to
respect and advance their Armenian heritage.”

Besides his wife of 50 years, Nancy (Fantazian) Asbedian, he leaves
two children, Susan Ciaffi and her husband Marco, and James
Asbedian and his wife Amy, along with six grandchildren and a legion
of friends and acquaintances, including his brother-in-law, Dr. James
Fantazian. He was predeceased by a brother Kenneth.

On March 31, the President of the Republic of Armenia, Mr.
Serzh Sargsyan, and his delegation visited St. Stephen’s
Armenian Elementary School. The officials accompanying the
President were Mr. Vigen Sargsyan, Chief of Staff, Ms.
Hranoush Hakobyan, Minister of Diaspora, Mr. Levon
Mkrtchyan, Minister of Education and Science, Mr. Grigor
Hovhanissian, Ambassador to the United States, Mr. Zohrab
Mnatsakanyan, Ambassador to the United Nations, and Consul
General, Mr. Sergey Sarkisov. The President was accompanied
also by the Prelate of the Eastern Prelacy, Archbishop Oshagan
Choloyan and by the Primate of the Eastern Diocese, Archbishop

The President and his delegation received a warm welcome by
the school administration, board of directors and student body, as
well as, by St. Stephen’s Church Pastor, Archpriest Antranig
Baljian and members of the board of trustees.

She also, explained that in the
Greater Boston Area, where there are the best public and private
schools of the nation, St. Stephen’s always maintains high
educational standards to encourage parents to send their children
to Armenian school. She stated that in addition to providing a
quality education, the school passes onto the new generation the
Armenian language, culture, history, and instills a sense of
identity and love for the Motherland. For this reason, every year,
in May, the school organizes the graduating class trip to
Armenia.

Then, the President and his delegation had the opportunity to
meet with each grade. First, they enjoyed listening to songs,
dedicated to Armenia, sang by the preschoolers.

The Sunday School has had a busy and productive winter/early
spring and we are excited to share some of our activities below.

Charitable Drives

In the last issue of JRAK, we promised to report back on the
success of our charitable drives. The students did an amazing job
collecting toiletries, coats, and food for those less fortunate. Giving
to provide for the needy is a specific command of God to His
people. Jesus said, “by your love, all men will know you are my
disciples” (John 13:35) and we know that the church in Acts, the
first Christian church, grew daily in part as a result of how
generous they were with the poor. Giving (and serving) is such an
important component of the Christian faith and it is something that
we are trying to instill in our students.

Toiletry drive to benefit Watertown Food Pantry — Students,
families and the broader St. Stephen’s community contributed over
300 unused toiletry items! We extended congratulations and a
coveted box of Munchkins... to Grades 5 and Nursery for bringing
in the most items among the upper and lower classes respectively.

Silk Road Educational Series

With thanks to Mary Mooradian for her vision and tireless efforts,
we launched a three-part educational series on the Silk Road in
March and April for students in Grades 3 through High School. The
driving goal behind this program was to teach the students that
Armenian history is more than just a history of victimization and
genocide; Armenians, in fact, have a rich history that dates back
thousands of years. It was eye-opening for all of us, students and

teachers included, to learn about the role of Armenia along the Silk
Road. For example, did you know that despite the popular belief that
Catholic monks brought Christianity to China in the 14™ Century, it
was likely Armenian and Assyrian monks who evangelized China
much earlier due to the Silk Road connection between East and
Middle East? Did you also know that the Armenian city of Dvin, a
major economic hub and prominent Silk Road city, boasted the
largest cathedral in the world in the 5™ Century?

Our first event featured a life-size Silk Road board game
facilitated by the American Textile Museum of Lowell, MA.
Students in Grades 3-6 had a blast traveling and trading through
different major Silk Road cities, from Venice to Beijing, with a stop
in Dvin, of course! Our second event put a twist on the annual
Sunday School Bible Foods coffee hour by adding various
educational elements around the theme, “Trades of our Ancestors.”
Not only did students prepare a delicious spread of foods that may
have been eaten in biblical times and present research projects on
key Armenian villages, including Marash and Van, the coffee hour
also featured a display of Armenian carpets by Sunday School
parent and collector, Raffi Manjikian, and a display of Armenian
textiles by Marie Bazarian. Sunday School students, families and the
broader St. Stephen’s family enjoyed the tasty and educational
program! The Silk Road educational series concluded with a lecture
by Susan Lind-Sinanian from the Armenian Library and Museum of
America on the topic, “Religious Symbolism in Armenian Textiles.”
The Christian heritage has been so engrained in all aspects of
Armenian culture, and this was beautifully reflected, sometimes
obviously and sometimes not so obviously, in the handicrafts that
our ancestors produced.

Annual Easter Communion Breakfast

On March 26, the Sunday School hosted another successful
Communion Breakfast for the students of St. Stephen’s three schools
(Elementary, Saturday and Sunday). With well over 100 children in
attendance, the students enjoyed a hearty breakfast of choreg,
cheese, eggs and cereal. We especially want to thank Audrey
Guzelian and Becky Megerdichian for their efforts in running the
Communion Breakfast.

It is easy to focus on programs and activities and forget the

As we come to
the end of the year, it is only natural to ask, when does Sunday
School end? While our closing exercises will take place on May
15, and we hope that you will join us, it is important to remember
that the process of Christian formation, of which formal Christian
education through Sunday School is only a small part, is ongoing.

As parents, grandparents, and the greater church community, we
are responsible for bringing up our children in the faith, which
means not only bringing them to Sunday School, but also bringing
them to Badarak, praying with them at home, reading the Bible
together with them, and performing acts of service. This is how we
engage the heads, hands, and hearts of our children in a way that is
truly Christian formative. It is always hard to incorporate new
elements into our routine, especially when there are already so
many things competing for our time (in my family, that would be
hockey!). At the same time, our faith tells us that nothing is more
important than to seek God first. The ongoing process of Christian
formation continues into adulthood, but we need to program our
children to seek God now, otherwise, we can’t necessarily expect
them to seek God in the future.

One day, my older son, Avedis, asked me, “Will St. Stephen’s be
around in 50 years?” I can’t recall what prompted the question, but
I remember telling him that as long as there are Armenians who
desire to worship God, St. Stephen’s will be around. But let’s be
sure to invest in that a little bit this summer: I look forward to
seeing our Sunday School students in church with their families, I
look forward to hearing about the prayers and passages they
learned over the summer, and I look forward to hearing examples
of how they loved others like Jesus did through their acts of service
and kindness when we convene back in the fall.
