Whenever a blessing is performed in the Armenian 

Church (i.e. of water, grapes, madagh, homes, people or 

fields) the blessing is always given “…by the [sign] of the 

Holy Cross, by the Holy Gospel and by the Grace of this 

Day.”  Each day has its own grace. Grace is God’s free gift 

of His unconditional love to us and 

this blessing reminds us that each 

and every day God showers His 

grace upon us in different ways. It is 

by grace that God has called us to 

him and by which we are saved. It is 

grace which allows us to live in the 

world but not be tainted by the evil 

which is an inherent part of it.   

 

Each day also has its special meaning. In the church 

calendar every day is either a feast day, a fasting day or a 

saint’s day. Thus we are encouraged to meditate upon each 

day’s spiritual significance.  

 

Every day is different on a personal level as well. Each 

day is a new day with new promises and possibilities. 

When we wake up in the morning we do not know what the 

day will bring. Will it be a routine day or one filled with 

sudden tragedy or unexpected joy? Each day brings its own 

challenges as well as its own benefits and blessings. 

 

Often times we are so busy and immersed in the cares 

of our daily life that we sometimes fail to see God’s 

presence in our lives, especially the blessings He provides 

and the miraculous things He does for us. In other words, 

we often aren’t attuned to God and the grace which He 

wishes to endow us with and so sometimes miss the 

opportunities He offers us for experiencing the positive side 

of life. Sometimes we just miss out because life is so 

complicated and diverts our attention away from Him. 

 

God’s Grace is powerful. In truth it is only through 

God’s grace that we are able to meet each day’s challenges 

and overcome them. That is why each day has its own 

grace and confers its own blessings. We just need to be 

aware at all times of God’s great love for us and ask 

ourselves “what does God have in store for me today?” By 

so doing we must stand ready always to make room in our 

everyday life for the presence of His grace. 

 

I pray that as we end the summer and enter the busy 

fall season, you make time to meditate upon God’s love 

and grace and that each of you be ever blessed “…by the 

Grace of this day.”

IN MEMORIAM 

Archbishop Ardavazt Terterian 

1930—2013 

His Holiness Aram I, Catholicos of the Holy See of Cilicia, 

announced the passing of His Eminence Archbishop Ardavazt 

Terterian today, Thursday, July 18, in Antelias. Archbishop 

Ardavazt was the senior member of the Brotherhood of the 

Cilician See. Extreme Unction and Funeral Services was held 

Saturday morning, July 20, at the Cathedral of St. Gregory the 

Illuminator, in Antelias, Lebanon, with His Holiness Catholicos 

Aram presiding. The late Archbishop remains will be placed in 

the Holy See’s Zarehian Mausoleum. 

Archbishop Ardavazt served the Catholicosate of Cilicia as a 

devoted member of the Brotherhood for more than 60 years. He 

served as the Dean of the Seminary from 1970 to 1977, and 

Patriarchal Vicar during the pontificate of Karekin II.  He also 

served as locum tenens in 1995, prior to the election and 

consecration of Aram I.  

He was born in Kessab in the village of Chakhaljekh. He 

entered the Seminary of the Cilician See in 1946 at the same time 

as another Kessabsi, Nishan Sarkissian, who went on to become 

Catholicos Karekin II of Cilicia and Catholicos Karekin I of 

Etchmiadzin. The two classmates remained lifelong friends.

“My sister Deborah DeSocio and I are now ready to 

donate one beautiful stained glass window created by Stanley 

Worden in the mid-1970s, to St. Stephen’s Armenian 

Apostolic Church, Watertown, MA. … [the windows] will be 

donated in memory of our loving cousin Nevart Apikian. They 

were made by the church members for St. John Armenian 

Church in Syracuse, NY which was closed in the late 1990s. 

“Our cousin, Nevart had Scott Brennan (our local stained 

glass artist) take the window out of St. John’s Church walls 

and store them. Nevart’s intentions were to donate them to 

churches or museums that would display them for their 

beauty, religious and historical value.

FOR PERKINS SCHOOL

Grand Prize winner Joe Markarian from the Perkins School for the 

Blind for his outstanding volunteerism. During the luncheon the 

Kraft family awarded $200,000 in grants to 26 New England 

nonprofits 

 

WATERTOWN — At 93 years old, Markarian is the 

longest-serving volunteer at Perkins School of the Blind, 

totaling more than 13,500 volunteer hours spanning 26 years. 

Recently, he was awarded a $25,000 grant to the Perkins 

School through the Myra Kraft Community MVP Awards and 

the New England Patriots Charitable Foundation for his 

service. On Tuesday, he was the guest of honor at Perkins for 

an on-campus ceremony. 

Annually, the Kraft family and New England Patriots 

Charitable Foundation host the Myra Kraft Community MVP 

Awards. The ceremony places a spotlight on those who give 

their time to help others and exemplify leadership, dedication 

and a commitment to improving their communities through 

volunteerism. 

In June honorees were recognized for their contributions 

in a ceremony at Gillette Stadium and received grants for their 

respective nonprofit organizations. Fifteen New England 

based organizations were presented with a $5,000 grant in 

honor of their volunteers’ work with 10 more receiving grants 

of $10,000 and one grand prize winner of $25,000. 

 

“Perkins has done more for me than I have ever done for 

Perkins,” said Markarian. “Volunteering in the Assistive 

Device Center has given me the opportunity to feel like I have 

contributed to something important during my retirement 

years. I feel really honored and surprised by this recognition.” 

 

At 93 years old, Markarian is the longest-serving 

volunteer at Perkins School of the Blind, totaling more than 

13,500 volunteer hours spanning 26 years. When retiring as a 

music teacher, he sought an opportunity to combine his love 

for education with his passion for construction to serve others. 

Harnessing his creative construction abilities, he leads a team 

of volunteers to engineer and create more than 800 cardboard 

carpentry toys and materials that are used by individuals who 

are blind, deaf blind or visually impaired with other 

disabilities, which help enable them to build more productive 

and meaningful lives. 

 

Through his volunteerism, he turns the therapists and 

teachers’ ideas into realities, and in doing so, allows students 

not only to get the devices they need to live full and 

independent lives, but to trade their unattractive, often ill-

fitting medical devices for far more brightly colored, fun and  

custom-fit alternatives. 

 

He is a role model for the scores of other volunteers who 

have learned from him and they would readily admit that he 

taught them everything they know about the unique building 

technique. 

 

Through his quiet, humble and unassuming leadership, he 

is the first to tell you that his volunteerism has done far more 

for him than those he has served. 

 

“Joe is wonderful,” remarked Molly Campbell, Joe’s 

supervisor at the Assistive Device Center. “Over the 26 years 

that he has worked in the Assistive Device Center, he has 

made literally hundreds of pieces of cardboard furniture to 

help position toddlers as well as some older children. He 

continues to get better and better at his craft. Joe is an even 

tempered flexible veteran who has taught many new 

volunteers the tricks of constructing with corrugated material.  

We are so lucky to have him!” 

 

“It is quite an honor to receive this recognition from an 

organization as well known and exciting as the New England 

Patriots. Thank you Myra Kraft for your altruism.”
